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Explanatory Notes on Main Statistical Indicators

Labour Remuneration of Employees refers to total remuneration payment by various units to all their employees during a cer-
tain period of time.

Total Wages of On — the — job Staff and Workers refer to the total remuneration payment by various units to all their on — the
— job staff and workers during a certain period of time.

The calculation of total wages should be based on the total remuneration payment directly paid to staff and workers. All wages and
salaries and other payments to staff and workers should be calculated in, whether they are include in cost or not, paid in money or in
kind, raised by the unit itself or allocated by the superior (or the financial department of the government ) , raised by the factory level u-
nits or by subordinate workshops ( departments) and affiliated business units.

Average Wage of On - the - job Staff and Workers refers to the average wage per person during a certain period of time for on
— the — job staff and workers in all units, which is a main indicator to reflect the general level of wage income of on — the — job staff and
workers during a certain period of time. It is calculated as follows:

Total wages of on —the — job staff and workers actually paid in Reference Period
Number of on — the — job Staff and workers in Reference period

Average Wage of On — the — job Staff and Workers =

Units of Whole Society includes independent accounting units of government organizations and institutions, non — private and
private enterprises, but excludes individual business.

Retired and Resigned Person refers to persons who have formally gone through the formalities for their retirement or quitting
from work and enjoy the corresponding treatments.

Insurance and Welfare Funds refers to labour insurance and welfare funds paid by enterprises, organizations and institutions to
their staff and workers as well as retired and resigned persons individually in addition to their wages and salaries, and for collective use.

Social Welfare Institutions refer to institutions for centralized adoption of orphans, the elderly, the disabled and the young. It
includes social welfare institutions run by civil affairs department, children welfare institutions, welfare institutions for mental patients,
collective — owned welfare institutions and old people”s home in rural areas.

Number of People Taken in by Social Welfare Institutions refers to the number of old people, children, disabled persons and
mental patients who lack self — care ability taken in by social welfare institutions run by civil affairs departments and collective units in
urban and rural areas.

Retail Price Index reflects the general change in retail prices of commodities. The change and adjustment in retail prices directly
affect the living expenditure of urban and rural residents, government revenue, purchasing power of residents and the equilibrium of
market supply and demand, and the ratio of consumption to accumulation. Therefore, the calculation of retail price index is useful in
observing and analyzing the above economic activities from one aspect.

Consumer Price Index reflects the trend and degree of changes in prices of consumer goods and services purchased by urban and
rural residents in a certain period, and is a composite index derived from the urban consumer price index and the rural consumer price
index. Consumer price index can be used to observe and analyze the impact of the change of consumer price and service price on actual
expenditure for living cost of urban and rural residents.

Ex - factory Price Index of Industrial Products reflects the trend and degree of changes in general ex — factory prices of all in-
dustrial products, including products sold by industrial enterprise to commerce, foreign trade and materials departments, means of pro-
duction sold to industry and other sectors, as well as consumer goods sold to residents. It can be used to analyze the impact of ex — facto-

ry prices on gross industrial output value.
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
